This was a photography exhibition held in November 2015 at the
Glasgow Resettlement South Team in the Gorbals. This was a
collaboration between the people who use this service and staff.

The idea was to encourage people to get out and about, connect
more with their community and other people. We introduced the
idea of photography, to have a closer look and appreciate what is
on their doorstep and perhaps visit places they hadn’t before.

Those taking part got out and about for three months prior to

the exhibition, taking some excellent photographs of what is a
lovely city, Glasgow. Many of those that took part commented
how positive it was getting involved, getting out in the community
and doing something different. Many want to continue with
photography.

The exhibition itself ran for three weeks with many people
commenting on the quality of the photography which is excellent.
We thought it would be a shame if no one else got the chance to
see the photographs and hear the stories behind them which in
some cases have very personal meanings to those involved. So
we want to share the photographs and these stories here.




Thomas Anderson

These statues in George Square were designed and made by
an Italian sculptor by the name of Baron Carlo Marochetti in
the 1840’s. Born in Turin, Italy, he was responsible for some
of Britain’s best known public monuments. The statue at the
back is of the Duke of Wellington.

I thought I'd give it a shot, get out of the flat and do
something. I keep the pictures I took on the wall and
think about them often, I'd say they tell the story

of my recovery from addiction. The three pictures
capture it all.

The guy in the boat to me, is on his own, he is rowing
up stream. If he falls in then it’s only him there to get
himself back up. Life can be an uphill battle and T was
trying to make it uphill alone using drink and drugs to
help, but I'd move up three rungs and fall back four or
five. Like that guy in the boat, I was alone, with drugs
you can be in a room with a thousand people and
feel alone.

The old-fashioned lamppost and the path to me,
shows light at the end of the tunnel. The overgrown
trees, branches and other lampposts that don’t work
in the first picture, to me are the obstacles you face
in life. There has been times in my life with addiction
problems that I didn’t see the light at the end of the
tunnel, only saw obstacles, but now I do see it. I now
see things in a different light, I'm now seeing reality
and this place is good for me. Staff are there for you
when you need them.
